Prepare Your Quilt for Longarm Quilting
1. Please make sure that your quilt top is pieced carefully.  If you have areas where there are puckers or it doesn't lie flat, it may create puckers when quilting. 

2. For bias seams along the outside, or a lot of seams along the outside edge of your top, stay stitch 1/8" to prevent stretching and to keep the seams from coming apart. 

3. All seams should be pressed flat.  Press both the quilt top and the quilt backing.  Press backing seams open.  

4. Remove all selvages from backing.
5. Trim all loose threads on both the top and the back of the quilt tops otherwise you may have dark threads showing through light areas and taking away from the beauty of your quilt.  

6. Square up backing and quilt top.
7. If you want the quilting to be directional, with a safety pin, attach a piece of paper with the word "TOP" on it along the edge you want to go at the top of your bed. 

8. Batting, if provided, must be a minimum of 4 inches longer and 4 inches wider on all sides than the quilt top. 

9. Backing must be a minimum of 4 inches longer and 4 inches wider on all sides than the quilt top. 

10. Do NOT pin or baste quilt together. 

*PLEASE NOTE:  While we will do our best to minimize them, we will not be responsible for wrinkles, puckers, or fullness that has been pieced into the quilt.
